Dear Friends, 

 On Sunday, June 4, Christian churches all around the 

world will celebrate the Festival of Pentecost. Here at 

Immanuel, you decorate the altar area with red geraniums, and 

worshipers are encouraged to wear red clothing that day. The 

scripture readings for Pentecost Sunday always include the 

account from the Acts of the Apostles that tells about Jesus’ 

disciples receiving the Holy Spirit “as tongues of fire upon their 

heads.” From that time on, those inspired followers spread the 

word of God’s love for all in Christ Jesus our Lord to all the 

known world. 

 We are told in Acts that after Peter preached – after 

receiving the Spirit – over 3000 people begged to be baptized. 

Because of this account, sometimes Pentecost is called “the 

birthday of the church.” But, the Day of Pentecost has been a 

time for celebration since before the earliest days of 

Christianity.  

As they had done for centuries, each spring, the Jewish people 

celebrated Shavuot, which occurs 49 days after the first day of 

Passover (i.e. the 50th day, including Passover itself).  That’s 

why there were so many people of faith in Jerusalem that day 

who would hear Peter’s message. In our Christian calendar, our 

celebration of Pentecost is 49 days after Easter, 7 weeks after 

Jesus’ resurrection. Greek-speaking Jews gave the day the 

name Pentecost (πεντηκοστή, "fiftieth day"). According to 

Jewish tradition, Pentecost commemorates God's giving of 

the Ten Commandments at Mount Sinai, 49 days after the 

Exodus. 

As you can see, both our ancestors in the faith, the Jewish 

people, and we Christians have reason to celebrate on such a 

holy day. God reached into history to demonstrate continuing 

love, caring and compassion for humanity from the earliest 

days and throughout human history. Whether we’re 

commemorating the giving of God’s Law or the giving of the 

Holy Spirit to all believers, Pentecost is the day to thank the 

Lord and raise songs of praise. 

The people of Immanuel will have one more reason to be in 

worship that day. June 4, at the only service, 9:30 am, you will 

have an opportunity to meet a pastoral candidate who comes to 

you recommended by your Call Committee and the 

Congregation Council.          Cont’d next column 

 Your role on Pentecost Sunday this year is to be in 

worship, offer yourselves joyfully to the Lord, and discover 

possibilities for continuing ministry with a new pastor in 

place. I pray that you will open your hearts and minds to the 

leading of God’s Holy Spirit. That’s what Jesus’ disciples did, 

This pastor will lead worship and 

preach, celebrate the Lord’s supper, 

sing and pray with you. 

Your role on Pentecost Sunday this 

year is to be in worship, offer 

yourselves joyfully to the Lord, and 

discover possibilities for continuing 

ministry with a new pastor in place. I 

pray that you will open your hearts 

and minds to the leading of God’s 

Holy Spirit. That’s what Jesus’ 

disciples did, and they’re the reason 

we’re here today. Let’s share the 

good news of God’s love in Christ 

Jesus our Lord just as they did.
